November 2021 

 WWWJ Training  

 Orientation session with Parents and Leaders 

 Strategic planning for churches/clubs 

 Put together an evangelism plan, including a budget proposal 

Evangelism subsidy may be used for any of the following: 

a. Purchase of online ads to promote your online evangelistic event 
b. Purchase of Bibles, Discipleship Lessons, or other resources 
c. Purchase of GLOW tracts or other Sharing Books 
d. For Digital Evangelism - Subscription to Canva or Filmora or other video editing 

applications 
e. Purchase of children/ youth evangelism sermon applications 
f. Rental of facility or audio-visual equipment, as needed (for public evangelism) 

 

December 2021 

 Season of Prayer 

 Choose speakers, small group leaders, and outreach coordinators from your church/club 

 Decide on the type of community outreach and evangelism (in-person and/or online) your 
church/club will be sponsoring in 2022 

Suggested initiatives: 

a. Social Media Ministry (Facebook, Instagram, TikTok, YouTube, etc) - production of 
inspiring short videos and graphics for weekly postings, re-broadcasting shorter versions 
of sermons or worship elements, etc.  

b. Home Bible Studies (small groups or virtual groups) 
c. Weekly Livestreaming – focused on developing Christian Values or Fundamental Beliefs 
d. Public Evangelism / Digital Evangelism – Truth for Youth or Share Him 
e. Evangelistic Camp  
f. Community Service/Outreach (weekly initiatives) 
g. Mission Trips (within Ontario)/ in-person or virtual 
h. Fall Reaping Campaign 
i. Ministry for troubled youth 



j. Backpacking with a Mission 
k. Creative Ministries 
l. Vacation Bible Experience 
m. Community Children’s Fun Day 

  

 Finalize the date and venue of your small group evangelism, mission trip and/or reaping 
campaign. 

 Meet with other church ministry leaders to avoid conflicts in schedule. 

 Submit evangelism plans and budget to your church board. Your pastor, in turn, will submit 
your church’s evangelism budget proposal to the conference’s Church Growth and 
Evangelism Department. 

January 

 Each designated small group evangelism speaker will have to register with Share Him 
Ministry to receive free evangelism resources (i.e., Way of Hope sermons with complete set 
of presentations, ShareSync, etc.) 

 Arrange with the homes where you plan to hold your small group Bible studies 
 Conduct special prayer meetings.  Kindly pray for WWWJ speakers, small group facilitators 

and all involved in the Year of Multiplication. 
 Start promoting your small group meetings via social media; send invitations to friends and 

relatives. 
 Teach outreach‐oriented Adventurer awards and Pathfinder honours to club members with 

emphasis on the practical application. Introduce also the Adventurer and Pathfinder 
Evangelism special awards. 

 Promote your small group home fellowship to friends, relatives, classmates, co‐workers, 
and neighbours. 

February 

 Each designated small group evangelism speaker will have to register with Share Him 
Ministry to receive free evangelism resources (i.e., Way of Hope sermons with complete set 
of presentations, ShareSync etc.) 

 Speakers to continue studying their sermons and the use of ShareSync presentations. 

March-May
